Matchpoint strategy

By Bruce Greenspan

Bid aggressively. Duplicate pairs tend to bid
“close” games and slams, so don't settle for a
safe part score if you think there’'s afair chance
you can make game.

Choose the
highest-scoring game.

For game contracts,

you should be most
anxiousto play 4v or

4a, willing to play

3NT and reluctant to

play 5& or 5e. If you

have game values and

aclub or diamond fit,
consider playing 3NT instead.

Choose the safest part score. When you have
minimum high-card strength, choose the safety of
atrump suit. A major suit is still best, but if
you' re deciding between notrump and a minor,
play asuit contract if you have afit and you'rein
a part score.

Overcall freely. Don't be afraid to make
light, lead-directing overcalls at the one-level —
especially when you' re not vulnerable and your
opponent opens 14 or 1e. If you haveto goto
the two level to bid your suit, though, be
somewhat cautious. For atwo-level overcall, you
should have a good suit — a strong five-carder or,
better, a suit of six or more cards, especially if
you're vulnerable.

Raise partner’s suit freely. Even if you're
light in high-card points, stretch to raise partner
if you have afit for his suit, especialy in
competitive auctions.

Sacrifice more often. If you have a good fit,
sacrifice freely if your opponents are vulnerable
and you are not. Be very conservative when
you're vulnerable.

Don't “sell out” too low. If the opponents
stop at alow level, you don’t have to have a
strong hand to balance back in. The best time to
compete is when: (1) You're not vulnerable, (2)
the opponents have stopped in one or two of a
suit contract (not INT or 2NT) and (3) you're
short in the opponents’ trump suit.

One of my early mentors, Sandy Drum, had a
rule, “Nobody plays 2¥ unless | have hearts.”
Basically, this means balancing if the opponents
stop in 2¥ with a double or overcalling a five-
card suit (preferably spades).

Double more part scores. If you bid to a part

score you think you
could have made and
your opponents bid
over it, adoubleis
sometimes necessary
for you to get even an
average score (be very
careful in choosing
when to use thistip).
Use asimplified
form of the law of total
tricks for competitive
decisions.

Coming in with the &K, East could have broken
up the squeeze by returning a diamond. Extremely
difficult to foresee that, | would say.

Final words for David: “It’'s amost aways
wrong to lead my suit. Just lead hearts.”

Our teammates passed out the deal. North
didn’'t like his ugly 12 count and passed. And
South didn't like his hand, either. But that had
merely to do with the fact that he thought he had
only 11 HCP.

Having penned a modestly well-received book
entitled Misplay These Hands With Mg, it is not too
difficult to envisage a couple of subsequent titles
involving accidents in both bidding and defense.
This deal from the Senior Knockout Teams
could easily feature in al three categories:

When North starts with the ¢ 10, South wins the
first trick with the queen, and does best to cash the
A before switching to a major suit.

Let's say South tries a heart and declarer winsin
hand and plays a club. When North follows with the
6, declarer should cover with the 7. South can win,
but declarer cannot be prevented from developing
the two club tricks that are required to bring home
the game.

If declarer makes the mistake of putting up
dummy’s &K, South must unblock the jack, giving
North the two entries he needs to establish the
diamond suit and eventually cash the setting trick.

Alternatively, declarer can win the heart switch
in dummy and play aclub to the queen, but if South
happens to find a spade switch after taking two
diamond tricks, declarer can win with dummy’s ace,
but must then come to hand with a heart and play a
low club, again finessing when North plays low.

In practice, South decided not to cash the ¢ A
before switching, so declarer was under no pressure
and easily recorded plus 400.

When North led a diamond South took two

tricks and switched to a club. When North put up
the ace declarer’s hopes rose, but quickly fell when
the 5-1 trump break cameto light.

Play in the Marsha May Sternberg Women's
Board-a-Match Teams gets underway today, with
two qualifying sessions followed by two fina
Sessions tomorrow.

At stake: the Marsha Sternberg Memorial
Trophy, honoring the player who died in 2001 after a
six-week battle with cancer.

Her husband, Dr. Jim Sternberg of West Pam
Beach FL, donated the trophy.

The winners of the 2007 contest were Ping
Wang, Shaohong Wu, Jian Wang, Yongmei Zhou of
China

Marsha Sternberg was a former National
Enquirer associate editor and the first female writer
for the tabloid. Sternberg, once reported to be the
highest paid female journalist in America, left the
Enquirer in 1989 and married Dr. Sternberg, a
radiologist and bridge enthusiast. She joined ACBL
in 1990 and became a Life Master in 1997.

Sernberg was outstanding in many fields — she
was an excellent pianist and a sailing instructor. She
was aso very successful in gold and tennis.

Coffin Trophy

The previous trophy for this event was the
Coffin Trophy, one of the oldest and most historic
trophiesin NABC competition. It was retired.

For years there was only one “Nationa”
Women's Team championship — and that was a
board-a-match event.

Donated by Charles Emmet Coffinin 1933, the
trophy was contested at the “Winter Nationals’ in
the days when there were only two NABCs —
Summer and Winter. In 1963 the event was moved
to the new Spring NABC where it wasin play until
the format was changed to knockout teamsin 1976.

For the next decade, there was no national
Women's Board-a-Match championship. Swiss
teams had become popular and a Women's Swiss
with NABC+ rating was established in the early
Eighties. But board-a-match play for women was not
dead — it wasjust in hiatus for afew years.

The Coffin Trophy was revived at the Fall
NABC in Atlantain 1986 and new life was breathed
into women's board-a-match play.

Many experts consider board-a-match the most
exacting form of the game. Equal weight is accorded
each deal and every trick isimportant when scoring
is board-by-board.

The Mitchell Trophy
