He graduated from lowa State University with a
bachelor’s degree in mechanical engineering, then,
as an ROTC student, went to the U.S. Navy post
graduate school in California, where he earned a
master’s degree in the same discipline.

Upon graduation, he entered the nuclear power
program — that is, submarines.

He did mostly engineering work, but was also
commanding officer of the USS Flying Fish, a

First-time partners are
tops In von Zedtwitz LM

Bart Bramley and Bjorn Fallenius, who had
never played together before last Friday, surged
from fourth place with a session to go to win the von
Zedtwitz Life Master Pairs by more than a board.

The final-round score of 63.24% gave them a
total of 1720.53, good enough to pass three other
pairs for the championship. Second place went to
Martin Fleisher of New York City and Bill Pollack
of Basking Ridge NJ, who were 58 matchpoints
behind on atop of 51.

Bramley, of Dallas TX, and Fallenius, of New
York City, attended the World Bridge Champion-
shipsin Verona, Italy, last month. While there,
Bramley mentioned that he was looking for a partner
for the six-session LM Pairsin Chicago.

Last Tuesday, Bramley said, he went to work
and found an e-mail from Fallenius saying he was
available if Bramley had not made other
arrangements. Bramley quickly confirmed the date.

Both players normally employ complicated
systems with their regular partners, but they settled
on ardatively smple scheme for their first effort.

“We were very much in tune,” said Bramley.
“We had no system troubles.”

In fact, said Bramley, there were severa
occasions during the competition that he thought to
himself that it would be awkward if certain bids
came up in their auctions “and they never came up.”

Said Falenius, “We got dong great.”

Neither player had won the LM Pairs previousy
but both have had success at high levels with more
than 15 North American championships between
them.

Perhaps there is something
declarer can do to make guessing
unnecessary. When faced with the
possibility of afinesse, try to postpone
that action until you have more
information about the deal. After all,
finesses work only 50% of the time
unless you have the ear of the Big Guy,
of course!

Declarer should plan to play clubs,
the problem suit, last, and extract as
much information as possible along the
way. To start with, South should duck
the K at trick one. Thereis absolutely

no hope of scoring 13 tricks on this
dedl. So South ducks trick one and West continues
with the ¢ Q. East shows out and South wins the
second trick.

Counting is arduous at any level. When
counting out a hand, it is much easier to focus on
one opponent, generaly the one with the known
long suit. When East shows out in diamonds,
declarer knows that West started with seven
diamonds. Declarer can focus al her attention on
West from now on.

Declarer continues by playing three rounds of
spades, a non-problem suit, noting that West shows
out on the third round. Next she plays three rounds
of hearts. West shows out yet again on the third
round. Let'stally up the known cards to date: West
started with seven diamonds, two spades and two
hearts; ergo, he is marked with only two clubs.

Since declarer and dummy have atota of nine
clubs, we now know that clubs are breaking 2-2.
We can play the club suit with impunity, certain
that the &Q will fall under the ace andking. That
ensures 12 tricks and the contract!

If you like this version of Blackwood, you
will probably like Key Card Blackwood as well.

Defensive commentary: Although a diamond

Play commentary: It looks for dl the world as
if thereis adiamond and a heart loser, but thereisa
chance! Declarer must hope that the defender with
the ¢ A has fewer than three hearts.

Declarer wins the opening lead, draws trump,
strips clubs, cashes a second heart (key play) and
exits adiamond, an equa length suit. Sure enough,

South, the player with the ¢ A, had two heartsand is

forced to lead a diamond, allowing West to discard
his remaining heart while ruffing in dummy.

Holding the A-K-x-(x)-(x) opposite three low
cards in aside suit in atrump contract does not
necessarily mean aloser! If the hand can be
stripped and the ace and king cashed before the
throw-in, the player being throw in may be void in
the A-K suit (South has no more hearts) and be
forced to concede aruff and a duff. Something to
think about.

Wagar KO starts today

The Wagar Women's Knockout Teams begins
today, and at stake is the Wagar Trophy, which
honors one of the dl-time great players.

Margaret Wagar (1902- ¥
1990), inducted into the
ACBL Bridge Hall of Fame
in 1999, became Life Master
#37 in 1943, the fifth woman
to earn the rank. She and Kay
Rhodes share one of the most
remarkable achievementsin
ACBL history — they won
the Women's Pairs four
consecutive years: 1955, 1956, 1957 and 1958.

Wagar and Rhodes share another record — one
of frustration. They were second in the Women's
Teams for seven consecutive years, 1952-1958.

Wagar’s impressive record spans three decades
and includes wins in women’s and open
competition. Her open winsinclude the Reisinger in
1941, the Open Pairs (the forerunner of the Blue
Ribbon Pairs) in 1947 and 1948 and the Spingold in
1946 and 1948.

Wagar served on the ACBL Board of Directors
from 1960 to 1972 and was named ACBL Honorary
Member in 1979. She was non-playing captain of
the U.S. World Women's Teams in 1968 and 1972.

Until 1976 the Women's Teams was a four-
session event scored by Board-a-Match. It was
contested as a three-session championship until
1972 and again in 1975.

The Women's Teams was held at the Fall
NABC until 1963. In 1976 the event became a
Women's KO with Swiss qualifying.

Burnstine (Bruce).

The Second World War had just drawn to a
close when this team won the Spingold. The
1945 winners: (seated) Theodore Lightner,
Edward Hymes; (standing) Sam Fry, Oswald

This dapper quintet were the Spingold champs
in 1952: (seated) John Crawford, Howard
Schenken; (standing) George Rapee, Sam
Stayman, B. Jay Becker.

The top squad in 1962 was Eddie Kantar,
Leonard Harmon, Ivar Stakgold and Marshall
Miles.

The historic Spingold Knockout Teams gets
underway today. Following is alook at the history of this
prestigious event.

History of the Spingold

The Spingold Master Knockout Teams, first known
as the Challenge Knockout Teams, was contested for the
Asbury Park Trophy in the early days.

The runner-up team in the regularly scheduled
portion of the event had the right to chalenge the
winners to a playoff. This right was never utilized.

In 1934, 1936 and 1937, the Masters Teams-of-Four
and the Asbury Park Trophy were separate events,
providing two sets of winners.

In 1938 the event became the Spingold Master
Knockout Teams and a part of the Summer NABC.

At one time, the Spingold was a double elimination
event, usualy lasting nine or 10 sessions. It was scored
by International Match Points and was restricted to
players with 100 or more masterpoints.

In 1965, the double elimination method was replaced
by three qualifying sessions (subsequently reduced to
two), followed by single elimination knockout matches.
The preliminary qualifying session were dropped in
1970.

The Spingold Trophy, donated by Nathan B.
Spingold in 1934; the Vanderbilt Trophy, awarded to the
winners of the Vanderbilt Knockout Teams at the Spring
NABC, and the Reisinger Memorid Trophy, donated by
the Greater New York Bridge Association in memory of
Curt H. Relsinger and awarded to the winners of the
Reisinger Board-a-Match Teams, are ACBL’s most
highly prized team trophies.

Spingold (1886-1958), a New York publicist, motion
picture executive and patron of the arts, was one of the
most influential men in bridge administration from 1937
t0 1943.

Born in Chicago, he became a reporter on The
Chicago Examiner, The Chicago Record Herald and The
Chicago Tribune. Spingold’s interest in show business
brought him to New York City in the Thirties.

In 1932 he joined Columbia Pictures in a public
relations capacity. He was named to the board of
directorsin 1940 and three years later was appointed vice
president in charge of advertising, publicity and
development. He became a vice president of the
company in 1954.

Activein bridge from its earliest days, Spingold was
named ABL Honorary Member in 1936. He was
instrumental in effecting a peaceful merger between the
American Bridge League and the United States Bridge
Association in 1937 and became president of the newly
formed American Contract Bridge League the following
year.

He served for many years on the League=s Board of
Governors and Board of Directors. Spingold was aso
president of the Cavendish Club in New York.
