Internet world championship ready to take off

The second annual Internet World Bridge Cham-
pionships will begin soon with matches in all sec-
tions of the world. The two teams that survive the
North American and European competitionswill be
brought to Birmingham AL for thefinal on Wednes-
day, Nov. 16 — the day before the opening of the
Fall NABC in that city.

This will be an open teams event, with teams
representing specific countries. No more than one-
third of ateam may be from outside the the country
represented. The teams will be divided into eight
regions — three from the United States; three from
Europe; one (World Region 7) that includes Canada,
Mexico, Bermuda, Central America, South America
and the Caribbean, and one (World Region 8) that
includesAfrica, Asia, the Middle East, the Far East
and the South Pacific

The three American winners plus the victor in

Region 7 will battle in quarterfinals and semifinals
to determine onefinalist. The Region 8 winner will
vie with the three European victors for the other fi-
nal berth.

Teamsmay include up to six playersplusanon-
playing captain. Teamsfrom within the United States
will represent states, and the team captain may des-
ignate the state the team isrepresenting. There must
be more membersfrom the home state than any other
state on American teams.

ACBL masterpointswill be given to the players
on teamsthat reach the quarterfinals. Thefollowing
masterpoint schedule will be in effect: first place,
50; second, 37.5; third, 27.5; fourth, 22.5; fifth
through eighth, 11.25. Match awards of two points
will be given to winners of matches beginning with
the Round of 32. However, there will be no match

The Facts. 26 went down one, plus 100 for N/S.
The opening lead was the #A. The Director was
called at the end of the auction. East agreed that
there had been a 10-15 second pause. West did not
dispute this at the time, but later said that she had
not noticed the pause. The Director ruled that the
tempo indicated that West would be better placed
by bidding than by passing and that passwas alogi-
cal alternative. The contract was changed to 2¢ made
three, plus 110 for N/S.

The Appeal: E/W appealed the Director’s rul-
ing. South did not attend the hearing. West stated
that she did not notice the hesitation and that it was
losing matchpoint tactics to pass 2¢. The vulner-
ability did not seem relevant to her.

East said that he thought about bidding over 1%
but decided not to based on holding only 6 HCP.
North told the Committee that West asked the Di-
rector when he arrived if it was too late to call him
at the end of the auction. When the Director told
her that it was not, she remarked that “someone
should have warned her.” West disputed this state-
ment and told the Committee that she was a certi-
fied director (club level) and that she knew her obli-
gations after a break in tempo.

The table Director was consulted. He told the
Committee that when he was at the table the 10-15
second pause was not disputed by East and that West
had said that she had not noticed any pause. She
asoinquired of himwhether N/Shad lost their rights
to summon the Director since they had waited until
the end of the auction.

Thetable Director pointed out to her that while
it was acceptable to call the Director when a pause
occurred, waiting until the end of the auction was
also perfectly acceptable. She then asked him
“should I not have been warned about this before
making my second bid?’

The Committee Decision: The Committee de-
cided that a break in tempo had been established
and that passwas alogical alternative for West. The
slow pass by East suggested that he was contem-
plating action and if East had any values it meant
that acting over 24 was made more attractive. The

24 bid was not allowed and the contract was changed
to 2¢ made three, plus 110 for N/S.

The issue of an Appeal Without Merit Penalty
Point and procedural penalty were also considered.
The Committee ultimately decided that sinceWest's
hand was relatively close to an action without the
break in tempo that neither would be assigned.
West's faulty memory as to the facts coupled with
the fact that as a director she could be expected to
know her responsibilities as aplayer meant that she
had brought herself exceedingly close to both.

The Facts. 4¢ doubled went down one, plus 100
for E/W. The opening lead was the #K. The Director
was called when dummy was put down. East had re-
peated his double after the second explanation (which
was the partnership agreement). North said that she
had mis-sorted her hand and thought the YK was the
4K. She did not redlize this until she saw the dummy.
The Director ruled that North was not in possession of
any unauthorized information and alowed the table
result to stand (Law 16).

The Appeal: E/W appealed the Director’s rul-
ing. They believed they had been misinformed about
the N/S agreement because the ¢K was in the
dummy and did not think that North should bid once
her partner passed East’s double. The Director had
not been called when the explanation was corrected
and East repeated his double. North said she had
thought her YK was the ¢K and that the pass by
South had shown soft values. She bid because she
believed the opponents’ double.

The Committee Decision: The Committee be-
lieved that North had mis-sorted her hand and that
E/W had an accurate explanation of the N/S agree-
ment before doubling again. North had no unautho-
rized information. Theinformation from the double
was authorized information. E/W had no plus score
of their own available above 4¢. The Committee
allowed the table result to stand. A brief discussion
of whether or not this was an appeal without merit
took place, but because of the confusion in the auc-
tion and the mis-sorting the Committee did not be-
lieve a penalty was indicated.

Players on participating teamswill be
given OKbridge playing privilegesfrom the date the
team entry is paid until the team is no longer in the
competition. The entry fee will be $50 per team,
plus $5 per player who is an OKbridge tournament
subscriber and $10 per player from those who are
not basic subscribers to OKbridge.

Conventions and carding rules are being set up
in such away asto allow what is common practice
in worldwide competition. These ruleswill be pub-
lished and will become part of the IWBC Condi-
tions of Contest. Any participants wishing to use
conventionsor carding technigues not onthe [WBC
list must complete a convention card and post it on
OKbridge for opponentsto review at least 72 hours
prior to the match.

Matcheswill be 24 boardslong until the Round
of 4 in each World Region. From that point on, 32-
board matches will be played. The final will be a
48-board match. Matches within world regions will
random draw. The World round of eight will be
seeded into two divisions—American and European.
The tournament committee and the appeals com-
mittee will be composed of aminimum of one indi-
vidual from each of the world regions.

Mott-Smith Trophy honors hest performer at Spring NABC

The Mott-Smith Trophy is awarded each year to the player with the best
overall individual performance at the Spring NABC.

John Sutherlin holds the record -- 300 masterpointswon at the 1990 Spring
NABC in Fort Worth. Last year's winner was Petra Hamman who won 265
masterpoints in Vancouver.

The trophy was donated by friends in memory of Geoffrey Mott-Smith in
1961 and made retroactive to 1958 to include all the winners.

Mott-Smith (1902-1960) was co-chairman of the ACBL Laws Commis-
sion, editor of the ACBL Bridge Bulletin 1935-36, a contributor to The Bridge
World, awriter and cryptographer.

Mott-Smith was one of thefirst to operate abridge club and to direct bridge
tournaments. He was the director of the annual intercollegiate tournaments and
