The winners will have their names inscribed
on the Baldwin Memaal Trophy and will also re-
ceive a certificate of recognition.

The trophy is presented in memory of Col.
Russell J. Baldwin (1889-1969), army officer and
expert on tournament procedure who was ACBL
Honorary Member of the Yeain 1943.

One of the leadingAmerican bridge personali-
ties, he was active as an organizer from the earliest
days of contract bridge and became a director and
treasurer othe American Bridge League shortly
after its founding in 1927.

A member of the ACBL Laws Commission
(originally Committee) from its founding in 1933,
Baldwin was primarily responsible for the first
Duplicate Code issued in 1935. He played a con-
siderable part in formulating subsequent codes.

He was the author of the McKenney-Baldwin
schedules for Howell movements and constructed
other movements.

His contributions to tournament procedure in-
clude the oficial ACBL method of dealing with
fouled boards.

Baldwin was active as a tournament director
from 1927 until 1941. After seice in World War
niy he was ACBL business mager from 1946 un-

d ttb1951.

He was recalled to military serve at the out-
break of the Kagan Warand retired from the U. S.
Army in 1957. He ejoined ACBL in 1958 and was
in charge of tournament scheduling until his re-
tirement in  1963.
