The opening heart lead went to the ace, and
East cashed the ♥Q as well. East played the ♣A and
led another club, ruffed. Cappelletti led a spade to
the queen and was not happy when West showed
out. He ruffed another club to get a better idea of
the layout. When East followed, he knew East had
five hearts (from the opening bid), four trumps and
three clubs. That left room for only one diamond. It
also was clear that West had the ♣K Q and the ♥K.
So Cappelletti reasoned that East probably had the
♦K for his opening bid. 

So he won the ♦A and sure enough, down
came the king. So he drew trumps and claimed. Of
course it would have been a good board even if he
went down – East-West can take 12 tricks in hearts.

Incredibly complex
By Barry Rigal

I was given two stories about this hand from the
Life Master Pairs finals. 

The first was from George Jacobs who started
the finals in the bottom qualifying spot with
Alfredo Versace of Italy. (Jacobs has been making a
habit of this in three-day events – he did it on Day
1 and Day 2 of the Reisinger last year). In the Life
Masters, Jacobs and Versace climbed all the way to
eighth place.

Jacobs (North) opened 1NT and Versace trans-
ferred to hearts. West reopened with 2♠, passed
around to Versace who doubled for takeout. Jacobs
bids 3♦, but Versace was not happy yet – he bid
3♠. When Jacobs bid 3NT, Versace went back to
4♦, raised by Jacobs to 5♦. Note that Versace’s
transfer had made him the declarer, so naturally
West led the ♣K – making five!

Afterwards Jacobs wondered if he should have
tried for six – that would really wind up your oppo-
nents if you initially tried to stop in a partscore!

David Berkowitz and Larry Cohen held the
East-West cards and defended 3NT after West had
come in on the second round to show 5-5 in spades
and a minor.

Best defense on this incredibly complex hand
(note the diamond blockage for declarer) is to try to
lead clubs through South. But Cohen assumed that
3NT can always be made . West can be stripped and
endplayed in clubs in most variations to concede
two heart tricks eventually – maybe he could pro-
vide us with a brief analysis in due course.

Pulling the goalie
This auction actually occurred on the last board

of a Bracket 2 knockout team match. Eugene Chen
of Vancouver WA held the following hand:

♠ 8 6 5
♥ J 9 3
♦ Q 5 4
♣ K Q 8 7

He explained his double on the fifth round of
the bidding as a case of pulling the goalie. He
believed he was losing the match and needed a big
swing. The goalie reference is to hockey where a
team that needs a goal in the final minutes pulls the
goalie to put another offensive player on the ice.
Here are the nine rounds of bidding:

West North East South
Pass Pass Pass 1♣
Pass 1♥ Pass 2♥
Pass 2NT Pass 3♥
Pass 3NT Pass Pass
Dbl (!) Pass Pass 4♥
Pass Pass Dbl Pass
Pass 4♠ (!) Dbl 4NT
Pass Pass Dbl Pass
Pass Pass

The double of 3NT was really something, but it
sure opened up the floodgates. Why did North pull
the double of 4♥ to 4♠? Actually he had a reason –
he pulled the wrong card out of the bidding box
when he responded 1♥. If he had realized it imme-
diately he could have changed his call, but he 
didn’t notice the wrong card on the table until too late.

The “goalie” tactic worked – 3NT went for
1400 – 16 IMPs, and the Chen team won the match.

Real men play 3–3 fits
The Daily Bulletin has recently published sev-

eral deals featuring Moysian, or 4–3, trump fits.
However, Don Spaulding of Los Altos CA and
Dennis Newman of Scarsdale NY scoff at players
who enjoy the relative comfort of 4–3 fits. On this
deal from Monday’s Stratified Pairs, Spaulding and
Newman announced to the world that Moysians are
for sissies. Real men play 3–3 fits.

Some explanations are in order. Spaulding
intended 4♠ as a cuebid, hoping to find partner
with a magic hand that contained (among other
things) a doubleton club honor, appropriate red-suit
controls and a fitting spade honor. That’s not too
much to ask, is it?

Newman, however, interpreted 4♠ as a choice
of contracts, presumably showing some odd type of
hand that didn’t wish to rebid spades on the first
round. Perhaps partner was 4–7?

Anyway, North led the ♦Q against 4♠. True, a
trump lead would automatically scuttle the con-
tract, but then there wouldn’t be a story to tell.
Dummy’s ace won the trick, and declarer crossed to
the ♣A and ruffed a club. North still could have
defeated the contract by discarding a diamond at
this point, but he chose to pitch a heart instead.
Spaulding took full advantage of the opportunity.

Returning to hand with a diamond ruff, declar-
er ruffed another club in dummy. Another diamond
ruff was followed by a third club ruff in dummy.
The ♥A K were tricks eight and nine, and the trump
ace was the 10th.

Plus 620 was worth all the matchpoints.

Quick-witted strategem
pays off handsomely

B. Satanarayana and Kiran Nadar have come to this

NABC all the way from New Delhi, India. Judging from
this deal played in Friday evening’s session of the Life
Master Open Pairs, they did not come in a boat.

3♣ was a fit-showing jump. 3♦ was a counter
game try, which Nadar accepted. 

My partner, Jacqueline Sincoff, led the ♥A and
continued the ♥5 to my king, declarer following
with the 6 and the queen. Because our method is to
show present count on the second play of a suit,
including leads, I imagined partner’s original heart
holding to have been A-J-5-3-2, a notion “con-
firmed” by declarer’s falsecards. There seemed to
be no danger of losing partner’s ♦A if she had it, so
I switched to a trump to cut down on diamond ruffs.

Declarer guessed to drop the ♠Q. Then he laid
down the ♥J and – surprise – the ♥2, pitching
dummy’s diamonds and claiming the balance.

For his quick-witted play to succeed,
Satanarayana needed a 3-3 split in hearts. Although
he had wasted a natural heart winner in case of a 
4-2 split, that was not likely to matter. 

Making 11 tricks was worth 50 of the 51 points.

Gary King of Houston is a Silver Life Master
who writes a column for 299er players in the
Scorecard, the District 16 publication.

Over the years I have spent time talking with
hundreds, if not thousands, of students about
bridge. I talk with prospective players who are con-
sidering beginning lessons and with rabid duplicate
addicts who are consumed with the game.

What strikes me as most interesting is how
many things are reflected in this game that we play
and love so much. In numerous ways, this game is
like other sports and even like life itself.

Several years ago I received a telephone call
from a previous student. She and her partner had a
dispute about a particular hand and called so that I
could mediate.

We discussed the auction and the hand (she was
a GOOD student because she had the auction and
complete hand written out including all passes, vul-
nerability, dealer and every hand which remarkably
had 13 cards).

After a few minutes of discussion she sighed
and with a little frustration said, “Do you ever think
I will get this game?”

How would you answer that question? Have
you ever felt that way?

My answer was very straightforward. I replied,
“You are thinking about this game all wrong!”

There is no Utopia. There is no plateau at
which you arrive and realize that you know every-
thing that you need to know. There is no heavenly-
like existence where you never make mistakes and
can play with little or no effort.

You must realize — and learn — that the enjoy-
ment of this game is the trip. Learn to enjoy your
travels along the path to becoming an accomplished
player. Enjoy the scenery, the people and the expe-
rience.

It is the trip that is the fun. Do not be like the
vacationer who is in such a hurry to get to the final
destination that he views the Grand Canyon from
the car while passing by.

Stop and take in the enjoyment and pleasure
that this game has to offer. Enjoy the game, enjoy
the people, enjoy making good decisions, enjoy
your wins and enjoy the wins of others. 

Bridge is also an escape for many players.
During a three-hour duplicate game all the stresses
of life and everyday living can be forgotten. I have
seen players with serious health problems able to
take a break from concerns and play for a few
hours. What a stress reliever.

I have seen people who are meek and mild-
mannered in everyday life get to live somewhat vic-
ariously at the bridge table, playing aggressively
and taking risks that they are not allowed to take in
day-to-day life.

I am also fascinated at how similar our game is
to other sporting or competitive activities. For
example, in many ways this game is like golf. Good
golfers spend time doing two main things.

First: when they want to work on their skills,
they drive to a practice range and spend an hour or

more working with one or two shots in an effort to
hone their skills.

Second: when they go to a course and play 18
holes, they PLAY the game. The course is not the
place to practice your  skills. The course is the place
to try to use the skills you have to the best of your
ability.

These are two different activities that relate to
two different purposes and two different mind-sets.  

Bridge should be approached much the same
way. There is a time and place for you (or you and
partner) to work on your game and try to develop
and perfect skills. This is often alone with a book or
across the table from one another with yellow pad
and a No. 2 pencil.

There is also a time to play the game. This is
usually at the bridge club or local tournament.  This
is where you should use the skills you have and
focus on getting the best results possible.

If you recognize areas that need work (in your
own game or in your partnership), make a brief note
and discuss it later. During the play is generally not
the time.

At the very least, wait until the round is over
and you have stepped away from the table.

Try to locate a mentor. A mentor should be a
player with greater experience and one to whom
you have at least regular access (in person, by
phone or email). Use the mentor not to teach you
but to help you and partner work out the root cause
of problems in your bidding and play. With the root
cause identified, you can then work on those skills
on your own.

Most players are willing to act as a mentor if
approached the right way, but you must also do
your part. I have had players come to me and begin:
“I had some spade and hearts, not sure how many
of each, and I really do not remember the auction
but I think someone bid diamonds. What should I
lead?”

You must be kidding. Bring a hand with the
auction clearly written (which players were passed
hands?), the vulnerability and the complete hand
(S-H-D-C in order). Check to make sure you have
all 13 cards. If you want good advice, bring a good
setup.

If you think about this game for a minute, it is
beautiful in its simplicity. The laws of the game do
not dictate how you and partner communicate. At
any given time, the methods you choose to use are
totally up to you. You can use whatever tools you
think are in your best interest. It is this flexibility of
design that keeps a player continuously striving to
improve. It is also this simplicity that keeps provid-
ing greater and greater enjoyment from the play.

In conclusion, my advice to the advancing
player at any level is to spend time working on your
game and working with partner. The rate at which
you expend effort in this regard is up to you and the
time you can devote. Also spend time playing the
game and enjoying it.

Do not mix the two activities, and your results
and attitude will improve. Let me hear from you.

The Facts: 5♥ made five, +650 for N/S. The

opening lead was the ♠J. The Director was called
after South bid 5♥. Although the Stop Card was not
used, it was agreed that North took 11-15 seconds
before passing 4♠ (she leaned forward as if to bid,
leaned back, thought for a while longer and then
passed). The Director ruled that South had unautho-
rized information that her partner had better than a
simple 2♥ overcall, which made the 5♥ bid safer.
The Director decided that pass was a logical alter-
native and changed the contract to 4♠ down one,
+50 for N/S.

The Appeal: N/S appealed the Director’s rul-
ing. E/W did not attend the hearing. North said she
started to lean forward right after the 4♠ bid and
then remembered she was supposed to wait even
though the Stop Card was not used. While she was
waiting she did think about what to bid and passed
after about 11-14 seconds. North said she was try-
ing to be ethical and believed she was being pun-
ished because she went just a little over the time
limit. South believed she could bid anything she
wished because her partner observed the skip bid
requirements. She could give no reason for bidding
only 3♥ and then evaluating her hand upward
enough to bid at the five-level vulnerable versus
non-vulnerable.

The Panel Decision: The Panel polled three
experts on two subjects. The first issue was whether
11-14 seconds was enough over the 10-second Skip
Bid pause to be considered a break in tempo. All
said yes. The second issue was whether pass was a
logical alternative. All said yes. Normally a few
seconds over the requirement would not be a break
in tempo. But here the combination of North lean-
ing forward to bid, then sitting back and thinking
and then going over the normal time appeared to
create a break in tempo. With the experts fully in
support, the Panel decided that pass was a logical
alternative to 5♥ and changed the contract to 4♠
down one, +50 for N/S. Since the Panel departed
from normal guidelines on the timing question, the
appeal was deemed to have merit.

The Facts: 3NT made three, +400 for E/W.
The opening lead was the ♠4. The Director was
called after the 3NT bid. West had taken as much as
two minutes before bidding 3♣. The Director ruled
that 3NT was suggested by the break in tempo and
that pass was a logical alternative (Law 16). The
contract was changed to 3♣ made five, +150 for
E/W.

The Appeal: E/W appealed the Director’s rul-
ing. East stated that the break in tempo did not sug-
gest that any one bid would be more successful than
another; West might have been considering many
actions with many possible hands. East also said he
would expect his partner to bid 4♣ with a singleton
spade. E/W said the game was not a very good one
but that it just happened to make, and that their
reaching it was not due to any unauthorized infor-
mation.

The Committee Decision: After analyzing the
possibilities, the Committee determined that East’s
only logical alternatives over 3♣ were pass and
3NT. Did the break in tempo demonstrably suggest
bidding over passing? Was pass mandatory under
Law 73C? The Committee eventually decided that
the unauthorized information demonstrably made
bidding 3NT more likely to be successful than pass-
ing. 3NT was therefore disallowed and the contract
changed to 3♣ made five, +150 for E/W. There was
sufficient sentiment on the Committee that bidding
3NT might be lawful in spite of the break in tempo
that the appeal was judged to have merit.

The Facts: 3♦ doubled went down one, +100

for N/S. The opening lead was the ♦7. The Director
was called before the opening lead was made. After
the 3♦ bid, North asked if that was forcing to game
and was told it showed a weak hand with diamonds.
Neither E/W card was marked “system on” over
double. The information that 2♦ was a transfer was
incorrect. E/W did not speak up before the opening
lead to correct the misinformation. The Director
ruled that N/S were damaged by the failure to cor-
rectly explain a bid (Law 40C) and changed the
contract to 4♥ made five, +450 for N/S (Law
12C2).

The Appeal: E/W appealed the Director’s rul-
ing. E/W both thought that East’s explanation after
the 3♦ bid that West had a weak diamond hand was
enough to correct the earlier misinformation. North
said she could not have bid 2♥ or 3♥ because either
would have been a cuebid and partner would have
taken it out. South gave the same reason for not
being able to bid 3♥. After listening to N/S’s state-
ments E/W said they thought that after East’s expla-
nation over the 3♦ bid any bridge player could
have worked out what had happened. E/W gave no
other reason for asking that the ruling be changed. 

The Panel Decision: Three players, each with
about 700 masterpoints, were asked how they
would bid the hand if they were told 2♦ was natu-
ral. One bid 2♥ to push E/W higher and said it
might be tough for South to find a bid if 2♦ were
passed back to him. The second, on a possible auc-
tion of P-P-1NT-Dbl; 2♦-P-2♥-Dbl; 3♦-P-P-3♥
read 3♥ as exposing a psychic and raised to game.
The third did not know what she would do –  maybe
she would bid 3NT but maybe she would pass or
bid 4♥. North thought from the information she
was given that West had a weak red-suited hand, so
she could not bid 3♥ because that would be a cue-
bid. Given that at least two of the players consulted
reached game, the Panel decided that Law 40C2
had been violated and changed the contract to 4♥
made five, +450 for N/S. The Panel decided that the
appeal lacked merit and assessed an,Award Without
Merit Warning to E/W.

Sachar describes Holes — winner of the presti-
gious Newbery Medal for outstanding children’s
literature, and a fixture on the children’s best-seller

Slow play – it’s 
our game’s curse

Patty Johnson, Sebring FL, is a National
Tournament Director and the Director-in-Charge
for all District 9 (Florida) tournaments.

An old tournament director friend of mine,
John “Spider” Harris, was famous for the saying:
“Slow play is the curse of the game.” Nothing is
more frustrating for tournament directors than hav-
ing to herd players along like cattle when slow play
isn’t actually the problem.

If you take a moment to think about it, most of
your opponents do not take that long to bid or play
a deal — yet before you know it, the round is being
called and you are nowhere near finished with the
last board.

Here are some suggestions which, if followed,
would solve many of our problems.

First: do not post mortem between deals
whether you are in a pair game or a Swiss team
event. Finish the round and then discuss hands if
there is still time. We, as directors, will not cut your
time but I think you will find yourselves under less
pressure by following this suggestion. Remember:
we provide hand records in pair games so you don’t
have to worry about forgetting a particular holding.

Second: if you are on opening lead, make your
lead before recording the contract in your private
score. You will have plenty of time after leading to
record the information and still see the entire first
trick.

Third: unless you have a legitimate reason to
leave the table, such as the restroom or a smoke
break, please remain at the table and visit with your
opponents. You might actually find this enjoyable
and a new way to make friends or future Swiss
team partnerships.

I wish we could make these suggestions into
rules enforceable by penalty, but none of us wants
a bridge event decided by the pair with the fewest
penalties. All I can do as a director is to ask the
cooperation and help of all players because I think
not only you but everyone else will enjoy their tour-
naments more.

Remember: those who enjoy a tournament will
continue to play. Do your part to make bridge
enjoyable for yourself, your partner and your oppo-
nents — you can’t play without them.
