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The legacy of Paul Soloway:
much more than expert play

Dozens of friends and admirers of Paul
Soloway gathered Saturday night to say goodbye
to the Hall of Fame player who leaves a greater
legacy as a husband, friend and mentor.

“He was always there for you,” said Marc
Jacobus, one of many who offered tributes to
Soloway. The ACBL's al-time leading masterpoint
holder died Nov. 5 of complications from an
infection. “Paul always found what was good in
bridge and in life.”

The large ballroom at the Marriott was filled
with people who knew Soloway, 66, or knew of
him. The audience sat at tables where bridge had
been played earlier in the day. Said David
Berkowitz, impromptu master of ceremonies,
“Thisis where he would have wanted it.”

The program started with an announcement
from ACBL President Sharon Fairchild, who told
the gathering that starting in 2008, the winner of
the annual race to collect the most masterpoints in
nationally rated events will receive the Paul
Soloway Trophy as player of the year.

Gary Cohler: “Few people know
how hard he worked at the game.”

Speaker after speaker detailed Soloway’s
fierce competitive spirit, his unswerving loyalty to
friends, his devotion to his wife, Pam, his love of
bridge and his availability to anyone who wanted
to learn about the game.

“1 have played with and against the best
playersin the world,” said Alan Sontag. “Paul was
the best.”

John Swanson said his longtime friend
Soloway was meant to play bridge. The regular
job Soloway held long ago, said Swanson, “was
the worst two months of hislife.”

Gary Cohler recalled his first meeting with
Soloway, 20 years ago at aregional. Cohler said
his team played against Soloway’sin a Swiss
match, losing by a narrow margin. There was an
appeal on one of the boards, Cohler said, but time
was running short. Several players, including
Soloway, had airplanes to catch.

Cohler said he approached Soloway and told
him that if Soloway would assure him that the
teammates involved in the appeal had done
nothing wrong, he (Cohler) would drop the appeal
and everyone could go on their way.

“l can’t do that,” said Soloway, who then went
to inform the others they were missing their
planes.

Cappelletti tops 20,000

Mike Cappélletti of Alexandria VA recently
earned his 20,000th masterpoint. An expert at
several games including backgammon, poker and,
of course, bridge, Cappelletti has made many
contributions to bidding theory, including
Cappelletti over Notrump, Cappelletti over one-of-
a-major doubled and reverse |ebensohl.

A graduate of MIT, Cappelletti became a
systems analyst. He later went to law school at
Boston University and went to work for the Justice
Department, where he served as a scientific and
technical expert for 21 years.

In the meantime, Cappelletti played bridge
professionally as a means to help support his
family. He also became a widely recognized poker
authority, especially the variant known as Omaha.

Bidding commentary: West has a"classic"
passed-hand takeout double of 1a, 9-11 high-
card points with spade shortness. North'sraiseis
clear. East is not strong enough to bid 3. With
both opponents bidding spades, East should
discount the offensive value of the aQ. In reality,
East has a 6-point hand.

Play commentary: South has potentially
four losers, one in each suit. However, if East
has the v A, and South leads hearts twice from
dummy, South can set up a heart winner for a
club discard and then ruff a club in dummy.
That's the plan. One needs a plan. The K wins
trick one and a heart is led to the king (not the

queen, the king!) at trick two.

When leading up to equals, it is far more
deceptive to play the higher equal. Assuming the
king wins, declarer enters dummy with the aK
and leads a second heart. This time East wins and
exits aclub to declarer's ace. Declarer cashes the
v Q, discarding a club from dummy, ruffs a club
and leads a spade. With nine spades between the
two hands missing the queen, and no contrary
information, the percentage play is the aK, then
the ace. The bidding, however, provides contrary
information. West is marked with spade shortness

considering the passed-hand takeout double. The
aJ should be inserted.

When leading up to the closed hand that has
anumber of equals, play the higher or highest
equal. For example, when leading from
weakness in dummy up to the A-Q-J-10 in your
hand, finesse the queen, not the 10. Otherwise,
you give away too much information. With nine
cardsin a suit (spades) missing the queen, the
percentage play is the ace-king unless the bidding
or the count of the other suits tell you otherwise.

“I always
admired him for his
integrity,” said
Cohler, who added,
“Bridge was his
passion, and few
people know how
hard he worked at the
game.”

Jerry Hallee,
with whom Soloway
won his first national
event, recalled that
they made Life
Master together and
even ran a bridge
club as partners for a
time.

Hallee said Soloway was very loyal to friends.
At one point in their relationship, Hallee said, he
did atwo-year stint in the military, during which
time Soloway advanced significantly as a player.
When Hallee got out of the service, he recalled,
“Paul welcomed me back as his regular partner.”

Harry Tudor, with whom Soloway won the
Cavendish Invitational Pairsin 1995, said he was
impressed by Soloway’s indomitable spirit. “He
called me the day before he had his second leg
amputated,” Tudor said, “and he was planning on
being in San Francisco. He was always so
positive.”

Jim Mahaffey, another former partner, said the
late superstar was one of his closest friends ever
despite a professional falling-out that led to the
end of their partnership. After they had quit
playing, Mahaffey recalled, Soloway called and
told Mahaffey not to worry about their non-bridge
relationship. “He told me we would always be
friends,” Mahaffey said.

Richard Freeman was Soloway’s teammate on
the Nick Nickell squad that has been so dominant
for the past decade. Freeman wasiill during the
Summer NABC in Nashville this year and did not
play in the Spingold Knockout Teams, the last
North American championship Soloway won.
Freeman recovered in time to rejoin the team for
the Bermuda Bow! in Shanghai earlier this year.

“It's humbling to realize,” said Freeman, “that
without me, the team won. Without Paul, they
didn’t even make it to the quarterfinals (in
Shanghai).”

Freeman said he will always remember
Soloway as a great teammate and a trick-taking
machine. When it was time to compare with
teammates in a match, Freeman said, “if Paul said,
‘We're okay,” you didn’t need to compare. He was
the best bridge player and finest teammate I’ ve
ever run into.”

Alison Greenberg, Soloway’s sister, told the
story of a gin rummy game Soloway played
against his niece, Kate. When Kate won the game,
Greenberg took her brother aside and thanked him
for letting Kate win. “Are you kidding?' he asked.
“She beat me.”

Said Greenberg: “Paul always played to win.”

Midway through the program, Bob Hamman,
Soloway’s most recent partner, took over as emcee
and told a couple of stories about their first days
together in the Los Angeles area, having met
while students — in a manner of speaking —at San
Fernando Valley State College.

On one occasion, Hamman said, he held a
moderate hand with 5-5 in the black suits and
heard his left-hand opponent open 1¢. RHO bid
1w, and Hamman bid 2NT, which he thought
indicated length in the unbid suits. Soloway ended
up in 3¢ on a 3-0 fit. Hamman said he considered

A journey through

the interior

By Barry Rigal

In England, the old saying is that you can wait
hours for a bus, then two come at once. Saturday
afternoon’s boards demonstrated this point
regarding the intra-finesse, perhaps the last-
discovered expert play.

Gabriel Chagas wrote an article about the
intra-finesse as a BOL S tip in the mid-Seventies.
Before that, no one had written about the play.
Serious pairs in the afternoon game on Saturday
will be familiar with the basic layout

The best way to play this suit for one loser
depends on who has shown values. If your right-
hand opponent is strong, it is more likely that
LHO has the doubleton 10 than that RHO has K-Q
doubleton. So you should lead to the 8 and, if the
king or queen is played, advance the jack on the
next round to try to pin the 10.

Conversely, if LHO is more likely to have
values, start by leading up to the jack, hoping
LHO has K-10 or Q-10 doubleton. If LHO wins,
cross to dummy and advance the jack to pin the 10
on the next round.

Note that if West contributes the 10 on the
first round from K-10, Q-10 or 10-x, he leaves
declarer with a blind guess as to what to do next.

This general theme of defending against the
intra-finesse comes up under quite a number of
guises. Let’s see how it works in practice (hands

On the lead of a club, Sue Picus (South)
playing with Marilyn Losberg, won with dummy’s
gueen at trick one. At trick two, she led a heart to
the jack and queen. Another club forced dummy’s
ace, and Picus ran the w8 to West's ace. A third
club forced declarer to ruff. Picus followed with a
low spade from hand, won by West with the king.
A fourth round of clubs forced Picus to ruff again.
Down to two trumps in each hand, she took her
best shot by leading a diamond to dummy and
running the aJto pin the 10 and claim 10 tricks
when the hearts proved to be 3-3.

Board 29 (also rotated) shows the other
variation of the intra-finesse.

You might reach 4a as South by responding
1a to atakeout double of 14 by West. On the
lead of the wK, you have no difficulty taking 10
tricks.

If you happen to find yourself in 4% (after
responding 1w to the takeout double), that's a far
harder spot on an unreadable spade lead.

The natural thing to do isto win the spadein
dummy and lead a low heart to the 8 and king. A
second spade is played, and you win in hand. Now
comes the big decision: Do you play to drop the
doubleton vK Q or lead the wJto pin the 10?

Although the intra-finesse works if the
opening leader has four or more diamonds and
three spades, the doubleton honor is more likely. If
you play that way and it's right, however, you
don’t get your name in the Daily Bulletin.

Danny Sprung, declarer, detected a general
malaise from West on his second pass. West
started with two high hearts, East showing three,
and then shifted to a trump, and dummy’s 10 held
the trick. That turned out to be a mistake by East,
who held aK Q 6 2, and Sprung took full
advantage. He played to the «A and ruffed a club,
played a diamond to the ace and ruffed a club,
then ruffed a heart and another club. This was the
three-card end position:

Sprung led the v J, and East ruffed high,
perforce, to stop declarer from scoring his low
trump. Spring simply pitched his diamond and
guessed trumps on the forced spade return to
record plus 170 and a great matchpoint score.

Playing pairs, you are entitled to take a view
from time to time. Peter Boyd found himself at the
critical point of an auction, needing to decide
whether to take an anti-field position holding
AJ6 v8 eK954 &AKJ1072

He opened 14 and heard 2a (weak) on his
left. Partner bid 3w, and Boyd had his first
decision. He had available 3a as a stopper-ask,
not promising extras, so he tried that and heard 4
from partner.

At this point, although the partnership was in
aforcing auction, Boyd decided his partner was a
heavy favorite to have two spade |osers. Would
the rest of the hand play for no losers?

At pairs, you need only better than 50% odds
to back your judgment, so Boyd passed. As he
said, at teams you have three people to explain
your actions to, but at pairs there is only one. Of
course, if your partner is Steve Robinson, thereis
an argument that his contributions would outweigh
any three normal people, but Boyd would never

East-West aggressively bid to 5, a good spot
since North-South’s vulnerable 4a is making.
Baker took the push to 54, areasonable view on
the auction, but that contract should be down one
with best play.

A club lead would lead to an easy down one,
as the defense would collect two clubs and an
eventual diamond trick. West, however, led alow
heart.

Baker ducked in dummy as East played the
jack. Baker ruffed, cashed two high spades ending
in dummy and played the ¢ K. The defenders
followed low, but when Baker continued with a
diamond, East played the queen perforce, which
Baker ducked. East was then endplayed: A club
would allow declarer to lose only one club trick,
while a heart would alow her to pitch a diamond
loser on the K.

The mistake, of course, was East’s. When
Baker cashed the ¢ K, East should jettison the
gueen to avoid the endplay.

Making five was worth 25 out of a possible 31
matchpoints for the winners.

Bid Box Alerts and

Announcements

When using bid boxes, ACBL suggests that
players tap the Alert strip and say “Alert” at the
same time.

When making an Announcement, use the
Announcement word — such as “transfer” — and
tap the Alert strip at the same time.

A player who Alerts
or Announces a bid
should make sure his
opponents are aware that
an Alert or Announcement
has been made.

That little bit extra

Gunnar Hallberg is one of Europe’s finest, one
of those players who, rather than settle for the
obvious play, is aways ready to look for that little
bit extra. Take this example from the first final
session of the Bobby Nail Life Master Pairs.

Hallberg judged that his partner was likely to
have gtarted with three hearts to the ace. The easy
play was to switch to his singleton diamond to
ensure his ruff, after which he would be able to give
Moss his spade ruff for down one. But Hallberg did
better. He found away to utilize the power of his
A8.

At trick three Hallberg switched to alow club,
for the 9, jack and queen. Declarer played a second
heart to South’s ace and Moss led his second spade
to Hallberg's 8. Hallberg cashed the %A to make the
Stuation clear to his partner, then he played the aA.
Of course, Moss discarded his third club on this
trick so Hallberg switched back to clubs, as planned,
and Moss got his ruff, just not in the suit he had first
imagined.

Moss returned a diamond and dummy, down to
nothing but diamonds, played the ace then king, and
Hallberg got his ruff as well for down two and alot

that they were improving when, a few weeks later,
they played in a club contract with four to the 10
opposite avoid.

Bidding accidents aside, Hamman said, he
always admired Soloway’s mental toughness and
tenacity. “He really never blinked,” said Hamman.

Bart Bramley met Soloway 40 years ago and
when, in 1984, Bramley and his wife, Judy,
decided to leave Connecticut, they chose Seattle
for their new home. When they called Soloway,
the only person they knew in the Seattle area, he
and Pam welcomed them into their home and
helped them settlein. “I will always remember
Paul the host, the gentleman, the friend,” said
Bramley.

Babby Levin said he met Soloway 30 years
ago at aregional. Levin was trying to get a room
at the host hotel but had no reservation and wasn't
having much luck with the front desk. Soloway,
asoinline, overheard and said, “ Stay with me —
we'll party al night.” Levin recalled that they did
stay up until dawn talking. “By game time,” Levin
said, “I felt | had known him my whole life.”

At arecent dinner, Levin said, he asked how
Soloway could put up with playing four-card
majors, which Hamman prefers. Soloway’s
response; “If Hamman says we're playing three-
card majors, I’'m there.”

Steve Weinstein said he received an invitation
to play with Soloway in aregional tournament a
couple of years ago, and he accepted immediately.
Weinstein said his wife was surprised because he
rarely playsin regionals. Weinstein told his wife,
“Paul Soloway is my bridge hero.”

Henry Lortz, who livesin the Seattle area,
recalled driving with Soloway to the Penticton
Regional years ago. The plan was for Lortz to play
part of the time with Soloway and part of the time
with Grant Baze. Lortz said that on the long
drive,Soloway kept talking about bidding
agreements Lortz didn’t think he could remember.
One day while they were playing, Soloway asked
why Lortz seemed unhappy when playing with
Soloway, but relaxed when playing with Baze.
“What's the deal ?’ Soloway asked. “Well,” said
Lortz, “I didn’t drive to Penticton with Grant.”

Eric Kokish is coach to the Nickell team, and
he complimented Hamman on his choice of
partners. “Paul was such a great partner that not
only did he know the system (that he played with

Hamman), he also knew which parts Bob was
going to forget.”

Eric Rodwell said he once played with his
mother in atournament in Mexico. When they
played against Soloway, the masterpoint maven
passed at his first chance to bid but then came in
on the second round and was doubled by
Rodwell’s mother. “Oh, no,” said Soloway
playfully, “I’ ve been doubled by Mom.”

Rodwell, himself a renowned bidding theorist,
said he often discussed theory with Soloway.

Alison Greenberg: “Paul always
played to win.”

Pam Pruitt-Soloway was the late champion’s
wife for more than 30 years. More than anyone
else, she understood his passion for the game.

“He read and read all the bridge books,” she
said.

Pruitt said her husband was quick to recognize
young talent in the bridge world, but he worried
that some might take their for gifts and not work at
their craft.

Soloway’s last call was to his partner,
Hamman. He called to say he was planning to play
in San Francisco. He even practiced sitting up in a
wheel chair to make it easier during the
competition.

At the Summer NABC in Nashville, Pruitt
said, Soloway had been staying in bed trying to
get histwo feet to heal.

“When we got to Nashville, everyone said the
playing area was difficult to locate. | escorted him
to the playing area. Paul was on his scooter. The
minute he entered the room he took off at full
speed without looking back. What's funny is when
you saw the look on his face, it was sheer joy
...like a caught fish being released back into the
water. Paul was back where he belonged.”

Recalling the Bermuda Bow! won by the
Nickell team in 2000, Pruitt recalled that the
tournament started 42 days after Soloway had
open heart surgery. Playing, especially with the
Nickell team, was Soloway’s raison d’ etre. Said
Pruitt, “1f Paul couldn’t play bridge, he didn’t
want to live.”

Part of the program was the reading of aletter
from World Bridge Federation President Jose
Damiani, who wrote, “We were fortunate to know
Paul, and the world of bridge is a poorer place
without him.”

Overkill

By Barry Rigal

Most bridge players recognize the idea of
overkill —having such a good holding in a suit that
it's hard to tell it — athough they may not have
known that this particular form of defensive
inaccuracy has a name.

A prime example is the following from the
Saturday evening pairs game.

West playsin INT on the lead of a fourth-best
spade from North. South’s queen goes to
declarer’s ace. Declarer plays a diamond to
South’s ace, and the a6 is returned to the 10 and
jack. North pictured declarer with an original
spade holding of A-K-10-8, in which case a further
spade lead would give up atrick.

North therefore switched to a club to the 10,
jack and ace. On getting in with the ¢ A, North
played clubs again. Declarer ended with two clubs,
one spade, three diamonds and four heart tricks via
the finesse — a difference of three tricks

How can the defenders avoid this problem?

The answers is that on winning the ¢ K, South
should continue with the a5, afasecard
suggesting four spades. Now when North wins the
aJ, he can continue the suit with relative impunity.
If South had only two spades — the Q-5 — he would
shift to a new suit on winning the ¢ K.

Convention card reminder

Each player is required to have a convention
card filled out legibly and on the table throughout
a session. Both cards of a partnership must be
identical and include the first and last names of
each member of the partnership.

If adirector determines that neither player has
a substantially completed card, the partnership
may play only the Standard American Yellow Card
and may use only standard carding. This
restriction may be lifted only at the beginning of a
subsequent round after convention cards have
been properly prepared and approved by the
director. Further, the partnership will receive a 1/6
board matchpoint penalty for each board played,
commencing with the next round and continuing
until the restriction is lifted. In IMP team games,
penalties shall be at the discretion of the director.

If the director determines the partnership has
at least one substantially completed convention
card but has not fully complied with ACBL
regulations, the director may give warnings or
assign such penalties as he deems to be
appropriate under the circumstances.

The objective of these warnings and penalties
is the encouragement of full compliance with
ACBL regulations.
