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Skill preferred, but luck
IS more than Welcome

Many years ago, Allan Falk was playing in the Vanderbilt
Knockout Teams. At one point early in the event, Falk and @
his teammates found themselves pitted against a squad that 43
included some of the continent’s best players.

Falk remembers the occasion so well because the
heavily favored team bid five dams that rated to make .
better than two-thirds of the time — and each went down on a
foul trump split, and each was aloss for the stars. Falk and
company surprised even themselves by advancing in the
Vanderhilt.

It doesn't take much analytical skill to conclude that the mgjor factor in the
win by Falk’s team was good, old-fashioned luck. They werein the right place at
theright time. Falk does note, by the way, that his team was good enough to win
two more matches after their big upset.

Just about anyone will tell you that luck is amajor factor in most
competitive endeavors.

The big question about luck is. . .well, what isit?

What isthat inexplicable thing that envelopes you when you're having a
70% game? Where does it come from? Where does it go, especidly when your
70% set isfollowed by 45% disaster?

“I don't believe in luck,” says Zia Mahmood, one of ACBL's most
successful players (he and Bjorn Fallenius won the first national pairs event at
this tournament). “All fortune is relatively even.”

Zia acknowledges, however, that when he plays rubber bridge, he doesn’t
hesitate to let on to his opponents that heisa“lucky” player. “A perception of
luck isimportant.,” he says. “Playersfind it easier to lose to someone they think
is lucky because then they can blame fate.”

Caddy expertise makes
NABCs run smoothly

Although many players think of caddies as (mainly) teenagers who fill in at
alocal tournament to make a few bucks, the redlity is very different at the North
American championships. Many of the young men and women in the caddy
crew are actualy very experienced at their jobs, so much so, in fact, that their
services are in high demand at various regiona tournaments as well.

Chris Janicki, a 22-year-old from Toronto ON, has been a caddy for 11
years. Heis part of agroup of young adult caddies who make money by
traveling to tournaments across North America. Their exploits were recently
described in the Andrew M cPherson book about bridge, The Backwash Squeeze
and Other Improbable Feats. McPherson’s account of the caddies and their
traveling road show was not aways flattering, but it was consistently funny and
it gave agood insight into the long days caddies put in.

Janicki, who earned the nickname “K-Mart” for his predilection for blue-
dyed hair as ayounger man (asin the “K-Mart Blue Light special”), is a National
Head Caddy, atitle bestowed by ACBL Caddymaster Jackie Matthews on those
individuals who demonstrate expertise in the art of being a bridge caddy.

1700 for al the matchpoints (I don’t know the
contract or the defense).

| suggested at the table that East should have
bid 4e instead of 4w, to which his partner readily
agreed. The responder could then bid 4NT
(Blackwood), finding out that partner had three
key cards, then taking the reasonable gamble
(based on the auction) that the spade finesse
would work.

Kudos to Moss and Hallberg for their defense
because plus 1400 would have been inadequate
compensation. Plus 2210, of course, would have
been better still.

The drawing was the worgt time for me. |
honestly can’t draw and don’t have much interest
init. | just want to get started putting the gorgeous
colors on the paper, and watching what happens
when they start blending. (Sort of like lecturing to
you new bridge players when al you really want

to do is get your hands on the
cards.) But | draw, with many
sighs and aflurry of erasure
droppings.

One thing that bothered me

alot in that class was that the
instructor thought nothing about
taking our painting or drawing
away from us, and “fixing” it,
to show us how to do
something better. Now, my
work is pretty terrible if | am
honest, but it ismine, and it
annoyed me when he did that.
My work was aways vastly
improved, but ... not mine any

more. Does that make sense?
It seemed very important to

him that we recognize his
excellence. | got the feding that
I'd never be realy good enough
to continue. | wasn't really
happy and not having as much
fun as | thought | should.

Lead commentary: One leads the same
against 4NT as against 3NT. However against 6NT,
it isnot healthy to lead from broken honor strength.
The a9 isbest against 6NT.

Play commentary: After East plays the J,
denying the 10 or the ace, South wins with the king
(higher equal, remember?) and counts sure tricks
outside of his best suit, diamonds. South has three
spades, one heart, and three clubs for grand total of
seven. South needs three tricks in diamonds, not
four, to make 4NT. Thereis also alittle problemin
the heart suit. South knows that West has the v A
10 x (x) from East's play of the jack, which has
denied both the 10 and the ace. South must be
careful not to let East, the danger hand, get the
lead. Accordingly, all finesses are aimed into the
non-danger hand, West. A diamond isled to the
king and then a diamond to the 10. Even if the
finesse loses, South has three diamond tricks and
remains with hearts protected.

If you play low from dummy you are
somewhat relieved to see the 8 from East. You
win cash the a A (9 from West)and play back a
diamond: 7, queen, ace.

On the %10, you play the jack, covered by the
king and ace. You play a heart to the jack, king
and ace and win the club return in hand. It all
seems plain sailing now. West is marked with the
missing diamond, so you will ruff a heart, lead a
top diamond, ruffed and overruffed, then ruff your
last heart to lead another winning diamond to
make the contract.

Not so fast! When you play the third diamond
from dummy, East follows suit. West has led a low
diamond from the doubleton 7-5, and although
you can discarding your losing club, West can ruff
and play back atrump to leave you with alosing
heart.

Pairs events aren't games of inches, but games
of tricks. Overtricks are vita, yielding valuable

matchpoints. In the diagramed deal from the
final session of the Kaplan Blue Ribbon Pairs,
winners Pratap Rajadhyaksha and Steve Landen
defended carefully and misled the declarer about
the true distribution, holding him to seven tricksin
INT when eight were available.

Landen (West) led the ¢ Q, which showed a
weak king-queen holding and asked for an attitude
signal. The lead of the king would have asked
partner to unblock an honor if he had one, or to
signal count. When the «J appeared in the
dummy, East gave a count signal, since attitude
would be known as soon as South took the first
trick with his ace.

Declarer immediately played a club to
dummy's jack. To guarantee holding the contract
to seven tricks, Pratap had to play hislow club,
but that was effectively an impossible play to find.
East won with the queen and returned his second
diamond, West ducking the trick to dummy's 9.

South played a club to his 8 and West's ace.
Now came three diamond winners.

Notice that if East had discarded his
remaining club, South would have known that his
suit was good and claimed eight tricks: three
clubs, two diamonds and three major-suit winners.
He would have had nine tricks, but the defense
had already taken three diamonds and two clubs.

Realizing this, East kept his last club and tried
to persuade South that he was 4-4 in the black
suits and being squeezed. This was the position
with one diamond to go:

On the ¢4, dummy discarded a spade, East a
heart and South a club.

West shifted to his spade. Declarer rose with
dummy's ace and cashed the two top hearts. What
should South have thrown on the second heart?
Thinking East had begun with 4=3=2=4
distribution and was down to a singleton spade,
declarer pitched his last low club, then played a
spade to his king. But now East took the final
trick with his 4 Q to hold South to seven tricks.

Minus 90 gave East-West 29 matchpoints out
of 51; minus 120 would have been worth only 14.

This type of defense separates experts from
good players. And note that South also paid West
a compliment, assuming that he had shifted to the
a3 from the doubleton 9-3.

Declare or defend?

The popular contract was 4w
by South. A spade lead or diamond lead and spade
switch defeats the heart game, but at both our
tables the actual defense was the ¢ J to the ace,
with East switching to the singleton club.

Babby Levin had simply heard East open 1
and West raise to 24 . On the club switch he
played low, losing to West's jack. There was still
time for West to find the spade switch but,
understandably, he found it tough to read the
position. West returned a club, and East ruffed.
Now Levin could win the return, draw trumps and
take two spade discards on the top clubs, after
which ruffing his spade losers in the dummy was a
simple task. That was plus 420.

Norway's Per Erik Austberg won the club
switch and played K then a heart to the ace,
preparing to claim if the suit broke evenly. When
East proved to have athird heart, Austberg led
dummy's remaining club. East had to discard on
thistrick, of course, or he would have been ruffing
fresh air, and declarer would subsequently have
been able to take a spade pitch on the %K.

East discarded a diamond, so Ausberg won the
K and played another club, throwing a spade
from dummy as West won. East also threw a
spade and West switched to that suit, Austberg
winning dummy's ace. He crossed to hand with a
diamond ruff and played the fourth club, again
throwing a spade from dummy. East aso threw a
spade but when West now returned a spade,
Austberg could ruff low in dummy, ruff a diamond
to hand and ruff hislast spade high for 10 tricks.

The contract would have failed had East
thrown spades at every opportunity, starting when
declarer led the second club off dummy. A second
spade disappears when declarer gives up the third
club, and a third spade goes on the spade switch.
When declarer plays the fourth club, both
dummy's last spade and East's go away. Declarer
now has the a4 10 9 ready to take a ruffing finesse
against West's queen, but if West leads his low
spade at this point he nullifies the power of
declarer's spades and the contract has to fail by a
trick.

That leaves us with just one more possibility.
Suppose that at trick 10 West leads a club, giving
aruff and discard, instead of a spade. If dummy
ruffs high East's last spade goes away and he is
poised to overruff. If dummy ruffs low, East
overruffs and there is one trump in dummy to take
care of two spade losers - down one.

Ability, says Zia, is much more important. “In
every game of skill — bridge, poker, chess — the best
playerswin.”

A lot of success, he says, depends on outlook
and attitude. Where one player might pick up afive-
card suit headed by the AKQ and think of al that
could go wrong, Zia says he looks at the suit and
seesfive tricks.

“When you play any game with confidence,” he
says, “luck becomes kind of an aura.”

That seems to be another way of saying, as
most expert players surveyed for this article assert,
“You make your own luck.”

Trandation: You have to give the opponents
enough rope to hang themselves.

Says Steve Garner, Zia steammate in the
Bermuda Bowl in the recently concluded world
championshipsin Shanghai, China: “You don’t wait
for peopleto fall over dead. You have to help them.”

Garner’s regular partner is Howard Weingtein,
another member of the Bermuda Bowl sguad, which
won the bronze medal: “In the short term, luck can
be afactor, but it all evens out.”

Zeke Jabbour, the bridge world's resident
philosopher, categorizes luck as “aresidue of
design,” and he points to Zia as prime example of
how illusion can become redlity for Zia's opponents,
particularly regarding his confident approach.

“His reputation helps create the luck he
receives,” says Jabbour.

On€'s demeanor at the table can contribute alot
to one's fortune, Jabbour adds, but he acknowledges
aso that sometimes luck — in whatever nebulous
form it might take — descends on you and you get in
azone. “At timesyou can't understand it.”

Whatever luck is, says Lynn Deas, sometimes
it's amost palpable when aplayer ison arall. “You
exude vibes at the table,” she says, “that make the
opponents play bad.”

When she gets into a zone, Deas says, she takes
pains to stay there, doing what her ingtincts tell her
to do. “Always,” she says, “go with your fedlings.”

It's worth noting, of course, that not all luck is
good. Sometimes that roll you get on fedls more like
circling the drain than riding awave.

Says Barry Rigd, expert bridge writer and
player, “If you believe you are lucky, you are, but |
have my own persona black cloud.”

One might ask where Riga stored his bad luck
on the occasions that he has won North American
championships. “ Someone else’'s karma overruled
mineg,” he says.

Players might scoff at the idea that Fortune
sometimes smiles on them, but none will turn luck
down when it arrives mid-game in an important
event.

Says Falk, who has won major championships.
“I've dways preferred being good to being lucky,
but lucky wins more events.”

Luck or lack of it notwithstanding, Falk says,
“In generd, the winners deserve to win.”

The Facts: The director was called after the
auction. After leading (face-down), South
explained that the 3% bid was a transfer to
diamonds. No other player at the table heard an
Alert. Therefore, it was considered to be afailure
to Alert. West stated that he would not have bid
4a had there been atimely Alert and explanation.

The Ruling: In accordance with Law 40C, it
was decided that the lack of correct information
did not cause any damage. Therefore, the table
result of 4a doubled by East down one, N-S plus
100, was allowed to stand.

The Appeal: Only E-W attended the hearing.
The committee agreed that there was
misinformation, especially since South was known
by one member of the committee to occasionally
mumble an Alert.

E-W played strong and weak Michadls
cuebids. West opted to treat his hand as a strong
Michaels hand. West asserted he bid 4a asa
tactical bid since he believed a standard 3 bid
was forcing and that North would reopen if he
passed.

Decision: The committee felt that no
experienced partnership that played 34 as natural
and forcing in this situation would play that it
promises arebid. The committee found that West
bid 4a because of his decision to bid 2+ initialy
and because 4a would have a good play opposite
many East hands that would bid 3a. Accordingly,
the MI was not the cause of E-W's bad result. The
committee allowed the table result of 4a doubled
by East down one, N-S plus 100 to stand.

The Facts: The director was called at trick
one. North's convention card was marked "four-
card majors'; South's card "four-plus hearts." West
looked at the card in the passout seat and decided
to pass. When dummy was tabled, West discovered
the wrong convention card and called the director
and said he would have balanced.

The Ruling: Misinformation was ruled. Three
of three players who were consulted would pass
3+ with the North hand. Therefore, the result was
adjusted to 3¢ by East making three, E-W plus
110.

The Appeal: The N-S convention cards were
not identical. North had his card marked with
check marks in the four-card major box for both
hearts and spades. South had his card marked with
an "H" in the four-card opening box and an "S" in
the five-card opening box. The committee
ascertained that N/S were a new partnership that
had "worked up their system" by an exchange of
e-mailsin the last few days before the tournament.
The committee determined that their agreement
was to open 1w with 4-4 in the mgjors and to open
1a only rarely with four (most of the time they
would have five). They had no special bid for a
four-card simple raise.

West had looked at North's convention card
prior to making a decision to pass rather than
balance. After passing, making his opening lead,
and seeing dummy, West asked some questions
about style. At that point he determined that
North's card was not correctly filled out and called
the director.

West advised the director that he had passed
because he thought N-S could be in a 4-3 fit. He
told the director he might have balanced if he
knew N-S probably had an eight-card or better fit.
The director instructed the players to play the
board.

If West had asked questions before making his
lead, the director could have reopened the auction
and permitted West to withdraw his pass.

The Decision: The committee determined that
there was M| and directed N-S to ensure that they
had two identical cards that correctly set forth the
partnership's agreements.

The committee decided that since a four-card
major opening frequently has afive-card suit and
that the raise to 2a could have contained four
spades there was a high probability that N-S had
an eight-card fit. West's hope that the opponents
were in a4-3 fit was based on a scant likelihood.
The committee determined the decision to balance
when an eight-card or better fit was likely was not
materially affected by the MI. A substantia
number of Wests did pass (many N-S pairs played
spade partials). E-W were vulnerable and West
was 3-3-4-3.

Therefore, the committee restored the table
result of 2a by South making three, N-S plus 140.

The Facts. The director was called at the end
of the auction. N-S play transfers over the double.
This was noted on the convention card. South said
he intended 2¢ as atransfer, then pulled to 3¢
when 2v was doubled.

The Ruling: It was judged that South was
Alerted to his misbid (of 2¢) by partner's
Announcement. There was no other logical reason
for running to a 9-high five-card suit at a higher
level. In accordance with Laws 16A, 73F1 and
12C2, the result was adjusted to 2 doubled by
North down one, N-S minus 200.

TheAppeal: N-S asserted that, when 5-4, they
would transfer to the four-card major and run if
doubled to the five-card minor. E-W did not attend
the hearing.

The Decision: The committee ruled that
without notes definitely showing this canapé
treatment it must be presumed that the Alert of the
2 bid prompted the run-out to 3e. The
committee evaluated the result of 2¥ doubled such
that N-S would take seven tricks. Therefore, the
director's adjustment of 2 doubled down one, N-
S minus 200 was upheld.

The mgjority of the committee believed that
South intended 24 as atransfer and ran to 3¢
when 2 was doubled. However, if the N-S
statement was indeed correct as to their agreement
then the 2¢ bid as well asthe 3¢ bid required
Alerts as to the possible canapé style.

The committee noted that 24 (Stayman) and
passing the response was also available. Had the
methods been explained and Alerted properly, 3¢
may well have been doubled, which would have
resulted in the same final result of minus 200 for
N-S.

Wishful tricking

Do you know what a “wish trick” is? A poll
taken not long ago indicated that not everyone
does.

For those still in the dark, awish trick is one
that includes the ace, 2, 3 and 4. Many players
announce a wish trick when those four cards are
played to atrick.

One of the ACBL’s most ardent wish trickers
in world champion Nick Nickell.

“Some people believe awish trick isonly a
wish trick if the cards are played in order: ace, 2,
3,4,” hesaid. “I’'m not that much of a purist.”
Nickell also described the variations of awish
trick: multi-suited, multi-colored and the very rare
case of awish trick on the third round of a suit.
Thefirst player at the table to call, “Wish trick!”
gets awish.

Some players believe in what is known as the
high wish trick: ace, king, queen, jack.

Expert wish-trickers also have a signal to take
the pressure off partner. If dummy is holding the
ace and king of a suit and declarer |eads the 2,
followed by the 3, declarer will call for the king
rather than the ace to let dummy know that no
wish trick is possible C declarer has the 4.

Nickell announces his wish tricks whenever
possible. “It keeps you even, balanced and
relaxed,” he said. He admits to some strange |ooks
from foreign players - unfortunate, uninformed
souls - at world championships. During aU.S.
team trials, he once held the aA 4 3 2. His friend
and fellow wish-tricker Dave Smith was operating
the vugraph computer. “Look,” Nickell whispered
to Smith, “1 have awish trick in my own hand.”

When told that the term wish trick was
missing from the ACBL's Official Encyclopedia of
Bridge, an affronted Nickell snapped, “That isa
blatant omission that must be corrected.”

Superstitions abound
in a logical game

Every now and then, Zeke Jabbour writesin
his Bridge Bulletin column about his wife, Sharon,
and how she underruffed in a national
championship and went down in a contract she
could have made, costing them first in the event.

What he hasn’t written about regarding that
incident, according to Sharon, is that he blamed
himself for the accident. Says Sharon: “Zeke said
it was because he lost his lucky pen.”

That's just one example of how superstitious
bridge players can be.

Many, as you can imagine, have afear of the
number 13.

“1 have one woman at my bridge club,” says
Tournament Director Terry Lavender, “who is so
terrified of the number 13 that when she plays |
don’t even have atable 13. We go from 12 to 14.”

TD Matt Smith said some players have
acquired afear of the number 4 because they have
heard that the Chinese symbol for the number is
the same as the Chinese symbol for death.

Lavender says she sold a Blue Ribbon Pairs
entry to a player who said his favorite numbers are
four and 10.When she told him she didn’t have
either but did have number 14, a combination of
the two, “he was delighted.”

Besides favorite and dreaded numbers, there
arerituals.

Lynn Dess says that if she's having a good
game, she always goes to the same stall in the
restroom if she needs to go during a session. A
friend Deas played with at aregional, she recalls,
wore the same dress five daysin arow — and
recorded five wins.

something bad happened during her session.

TD Priscilla Smith says some players refuse to
ask for a certain entry, believing it's bad luck not
to take what the TDs give them.

Zia says he knows of aworld-class player
who, for good luck, always “mooned” the moon
on New Year’s Eve and another who would
change pens if he was having a bad session.

Smith says his one superstition is that he
believes that if you're on aroll and having a huge
game, you will interrupt your run if you get
greedy. Push it, he says, “and the streak is over.”

Deas is even superstitious about the so-called

Ruling the Game

The Trouble with Psychs

One of my administrative tasks is to respond
to letters and e mails written by ACBL members
inquiring about rulings they have received at clubs
or tournaments. A large number of these letters
involve incidents of psychs made at the club level,
and a disproportionately high percentage of these
cases seem to involve Flight A players psyching
against less experienced opponents. The purpose
of this article is to help directors, club managers
and players deal with psychs.

A psych by definition is a call which grossly
distorts either the distribution or strength of the
player's hand made with the intent to mislead the
opponents. Psychs are legitimized by Law 40
which alows players to make any legal call,
including an intentionally misleading one such as
apsych, as long as the agreed upon meaning of
such calls are disclosed to the opponentsin
accordance with the regulations of the sponsoring
organization.

As you can see from the above, some psychs
are regulated by the sponsoring organization (in
this case the ACBL).

1. An agreement to psych, either explicit or
implicit, isillegal. A pattern of frequent psychs
suggests an agreement, as do calls made by the
psycher's partner in an auction when partner has
made a call that is a psych. When a director deems
that a pair has such an agreement, he may award
an adjusted score if he believes that the opponents
have been damaged as a direct result of the illegal
agreement. He may, in addition, assess a
procedural penalty against a guilty pair even if
there is no damage to the non offending side.

2. Fregquent or excessive psychs areillegal. If
it is reported to the director that a pair has psyched
three times in a session, the director should
proceed under the assumption that thisis the case.

3. Frivolous or unsportsmanlike psychs are
asoillegal. A pair deemed to be psyching in the
hopes of creating a favorable swing on the last
round of an event against the |eaders when the
offending pair is out of contention is deemed to be
doing this. The same appliesto a pair who
attempts to help friends by "taking a flyer."
Players must attempt to win even if their position
is hopeless. The penalty for doing this could be as
severe as an appearance before a conduct and
ethics committee with possible probation or
suspension for the offenders.

The big issue with the folks who write me
regarding psychs is the issue of how to deal with
them fairly and legally in their clubs and at
tournaments. Remember that one of the few things
that a club must agree to do in obtaining an ACBL
sanction to run games is agree to follow the Laws
of Duplicate Contract Bridge. Thus, since Law 40
permits psychs, clubs cannot simply prohibit them.
Here are some suggestions, however, for dealing
with this vexing topic.

1. Education

* Educate the victims. The best way to combat
psychs at the table is to trust partner. When there
seem to be 50 high-card points in the deck, aways
assume that partner has his or her calls.

* Educate the perpetrators. It is perfectly OK
for pairs to do everything legal in an attempt to
win when playing in a sectional. In a club game,
however, a more relaxed atmosphere should be
encouraged. A top pair should not have to psych
against pairs they are much superior to. Encourage
them to "play it straight,” atactic which will result
in afriendlier atmosphere and help the less
experienced pairs improve and can even lead to
the mentoring of the newer pairs. The top pairs
will still win most of the time. Suggest to them
that psyching against weaker pairs in a club game
should be viewed as unsportsmanlike.

* Define for everyone what a psych actualy is
- agross misstatement of either the strength or the
shape of one's hand made with the intention of
misleading the opponents.

2. Policy Implementation

» Require that all psychs be reported - twice.
Once by the victims and once by the offenders. A
notice to this effect should be posted in the club's
playing area. All directorsin the club should be
aware of the policy and its purpose to increase
everyone's enjoyment of the game.

* Set up alog book to be used by the directors
to record psychs.

» Have your directors keep your log book up
to date.

3. Policy Enforcement

» Be consistent! If pairsfail to comply with
your regulations in reporting of psychs committed
by their side, assess a penalty against the pairsin
the games in which the psychs occur. You will
only have to do this once or twice for perpetrators
to know that you mean business.

* If apair seemsto have an implied agreement
to psych, they need to get an adjusted score and/or
a procedural penalty. This can be done completely
within the Laws. (The Law that applies when
adjusting a score is 40C.)

* Follow up on reports of excessive, frivolous,
or unsportsmanlike psychic activity. Penalize the
offenders where appropriate.

* Speak to frequent offenders. If you can't
persuade them to clean up their act, place them on
probation or suspend them from your club. If you
are suspending a player from your club, you must
do this by letter, and a copy of the letter must be
sent to the ACBL Club Department. Unlike other
bodies of the ABCL such as units and districts, a
conduct committee is not required.

Convention card
reminder

Each player is required to have a convention
card filled out legibly and on the table throughout
a session. Both cards of a partnership must be
identical and include the first and last names of
each member of the partnership.

If adirector determines that neither player has
a substantially completed card, the partnership
may play only the Standard American Yellow Card
and may use only standard carding. This
restriction may be lifted only at the beginning of a
subsequent round after convention cards have
been properly prepared and approved by the
director. Further, the partnership will receive a 1/6
board matchpoint penalty for each board played,
commencing with the next round and continuing
until the restriction is lifted. In IMP team games,
penalties shall be at the discretion of the director.

If the director determines the partnership has
at least one substantially completed convention
card but has not fully complied with ACBL
regulations, the director may give warnings or
assign such penalties as he deems to be
appropriate under the circumstances.

The objective of these warnings and penalties
is the encouragement of full compliance with
ACBL regulations.
